Terms 1 and 2








Art and D.T.


In art this term we will be looking at art linked to World War Two. We will be creating ‘Blitz Pictures as well as learning how to sketch planes, tanks and soldiers step-by-step. In DT we will be building tanks using wood and card, and using images of real-life tanks to colour them.





MUSIC


We will be learning to play the ukulele in our music lessons this term, and hopefully be able to perform a few simple songs! We will also learn to sing a selection of World War 2 songs. 








HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


Our humanities topic will be ‘World War Two’. Pupils will learn about how it began, who was involved and what the outcomes were. We will look at how the war affected everyday life in Britain, especially for children. 





P.E.


The children will be developing their abilities to play a range of team and paired games, including football and basketball. They will develop attack/ defence strategies and be able to play these sports safely.








MATHS


In maths we will be ensuring that understanding of the number system is secure. Children will be working with number patterns and becoming familiar with decimal numbers, negatives and fractions. We will be practising and refining the four main methods of calculation, and using them to solve word problems, including those involving money. We will be looking at 2D and 3D shape, and classifying them according to mathematical properties. 





Computing


This year Mr Turner will be teaching Computing across the school. He will make sure that all pupils have basic skills in place, as well as a secure understanding of ‘e-safety’. They will begin to learn more complex skills such as coding.








SCIENCE


 We have a new Science scheme of work at Denton this year called Empiribox! The children will be learning all about ‘Living Things and Evolution’. We will cover inheritance, food chains, natural selection and the story of the planet through a range of practical activities.  





ENGLISH


In our literacy lessons this term we will be looking at poetry, letters and reports. Pupils will consolidate and extend their use of punctuation and grammar, and we will be looking closely at structures when writing. There will be a big emphasis on presentation this term, and we will be developing fluent, joined handwriting scripts with the pupils. Children will begin their ‘Accelerated Reader’ scheme over the next few weeks, and guided reading will begin in class.  








P.H.S.E.





In PSHE we will be learning about maintaining healthy relationships and being able to resolve conflicts.  We will be having weekly ‘Circle Time’ sessions to help solve classroom issues as they arise. We will learn how to celebrate differences between pupils.








R.E.


In RE this term we will be studying the Jewish faith. We will learn about objects that are important to Judaism, as well as looking at similarities and differences between our own lives and the lives of Jewish children. We will look at a range of Jewish celebrations and festivals.
