MATHS


Over the next term, Starfish class will be consolidating what they already know about place value in order to move forward with their learning. As well as a daily mental maths starter, Starfish will be learning how to calculate larger numbers and answer questions using mental methods. We will continue looking at fractions and decimals. Starfish will also look at Roman Numerals.





ENGLISH


In our English lessons, we have begun looking at ‘Beowulf’ by Michael Morpurgo, as it links strongly with our topic of the Anglo-Saxons and Scots. We will be focusing on settings and character descriptions, conducting interviews and discussing meaning of words. Starfish class will continue to extend their knowledge of punctuation and grammar in daily lessons. Accelerated Reader will also continue this term, giving children the opportunity to read daily and test their understanding of a text.





P.E.


The children will be taking part in lessons to develop their skills in Dance. We are lucky enough to have Coach in with us for one lesson a week to help the children improve their skills in areas of PE such as Hockey. 








SCIENCE


 In the first term we will be focusing on Properties and Changes of Materials. 


This involves testing materials to see if they are fit for purpose, making predictions and discussing outcomes. We will be working scientifically in all of our lessons. 





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY





Over the next few weeks Starfish class will be looking at the Anglo-Saxons and Scots, understanding how they invaded and settled in different areas across England. We will also be looking at the events of 1066 and who the contenders for the throne were during that era. 





Art and D.T.


Following our Healthy Living week, Starfish class will be learning about artist Giuseppe Arcimboldo and recreating portraits using fruit and vegetables. After, we will turn our attention towards Anglo-Saxon art and jewellery. 





P.H.S.E.
