Terms 3 and 4








Art and D.T.


 In Art this term we will be looking at the legacy of the Anglo-Saxons, from the intricate and detailed ‘illumination’ writing, to their highly-decorated artefacts. In DT we will attempt to make a village of Anglo-Saxon houses!





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


Our topic this term is ‘The Anglo-Saxons’. We will examine the reasons for the invasion and what happened as a result. Pupils will get opportunities to develop their historical skills by looking at evidence, e.g. place names and buildings.





P.E.


In PE this term we will begin by learning to play hockey. Pupils will develop their dribbling, passing and shooting skills in order to play matches. After half term, pupils will learn to play tag rugby. 








MATHS


In maths we will be continuing to ensure that understanding of the number system is secure, as well as developing problem-solving skills. We will be spending more time on ‘Shape and Space’ this term, looking at perimeter, area and angles, and we will begin to perform simple transformations of shapes on grids. Children will be learning to find the mean, mode and median of a set of data, and using the information to make predictions. 





I.C.T.


In ICT this term we will be continuing to ensure that basic word processing skills are in place. We will be looking at ‘spreadsheets’, and begin to create formulae for the spreadsheet to use to convert information.





SCIENCE


Our Science topic this term is ‘Light, Earth and Space’. We will begin by learning about the Solar System, including planets, the Sun, comets and meteorites. We will then be carrying out practical activities and investigations into ‘light’ and how it behaves in different situations. 





ENGLISH


Our literacy lessons this term we will be based around ‘Beowulf’ and ‘The Legends of King Arthur’ in line with our topic on ‘The Anglo-Saxons’. We will be creating our own poetry, stories and non-fiction pieces inspired by these great works of literature. Whilst we will be ensuring basic writing skills are reinforced daily, there will be an emphasis on more complex grammar, punctuation and vocabulary skills, such as the use of colons and different types of pronoun.   








P.H.S.E.





In PSHE we will be having regular ‘Circle Time’ sessions to tackle classroom issues and any topics the children would like to discuss. We are running some workshop sessions on ‘Anger’ and giving pupils opportunities to manage their feelings more constructively.








MUSIC


In our music lessons this term, we will be continuing to learn how to play the ukulele. We will start to read ukulele music, begin to play melodies and perform part songs.





R.E.





In RE we will be learning about the main aspects of the Buddhist faith. We will find out about the beliefs of Buddhists, and the rules by which they live their lives. We will also be looking in some detail at the Easter Story, and discussing major themes around the story.
