ENGLISH


In our English lessons in Term 1 we will begin looking at the story of Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, linking to our “Take One Author” topic of Roald Dahl. Pupils will consolidate and extend their use of punctuation and grammar, and we will be looking closely at structures when writing. There will be a big emphasis on presentation this term, and we will be developing fluent, joined handwriting scripts with the pupils. Children will begin their ‘Accelerated Reader’ scheme over the next few weeks, and will be reading independently daily.   








P.E.


The children will be developing their abilities to play a range of team games, including basketball and football. We are lucky enough to have Coach in with us for one lesson a week to help the children improve their skills. 








MATHS


In Maths we will make sure all pupils have a secure understanding of place value up to millions. Children will have chances to develop mental and written methods for all four operations. We will be looking at fractions and decimals through word problems, and securing knowledge of multiplication and division. Children will work on times tables daily, as well as learning their square and cube numbers.








SCIENCE


 In the first term we will be focusing on Earth and Space, and how the apparent movement of the Sun gives us a ‘day’ and a ‘night’. We will also be looking at forces, discussing gravity and its opposing force. We will be working scientifically in all of our lessons. 





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


We have already begun to look at the History of Cadbury’s Chocolate, and where the cocoa bean is grown. Later in the term, we will be turning our attention to WW2; how people lived in that situation and the terrible events that took place all over the world. 





Art and D.T.


We will be looking closely at how the Blitz affected England, and what the sky looked like at night. We will be recreating these scenes through ‘silhouette’ pictures using a variety of colours. 





P.H.S.E.





In PSHE we will be learning from the SEAL materials and covering topics such as ‘New Beginnings’ and working through difficult situations to find solutions. We will be having weekly ‘Circle Time’ sessions to help solve any  classroom issues.








MUSIC


After our topic on Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, we will be focusing on World War Two, and in particular, looking at lyrics to lots of famous war songs such as “Kiss Me Goodnight, Sergeant Major”. 





I.C.T.


It is extremely important that we learn about E-Safety, and what rules we must stick by when working with computers. We will begin to look at word processing documents such as Microsoft ‘Word’ and ‘PowerPoint’.
