Music


Term 3 and 4 will look at tuned instruments. The children will learn how to play and sing. They will learn how to read musical notation and follow a score.

R.E.


The children will learn about Judaism and the weekly Jewish festival of Shabbat. They will make bread for Shabbat and 


re-enact their own Shabbat meal.





DT


In Term 3 we will be designing and making a toy car for Traction Man. We will look at examples and then create ours with a purpose to make it appealing to ourselves and others. We will select materials suitable for the model and learn how to create an axle, wheels, chassis and body. 


In Term 4 we will be creating puppets. We will be learning how to cut a template and sew using a running stitch. 








History


We will look at the history of toys and explore how toys have changed throughout time. We will create a child’s bedroom showing past and present toys for our toy museum.





P.H.S.E. 


We will be using the toys theme to help us understand what makes us feel safe and secure. We will look at the poem Goodnight by Brian Moses and explore our own special goodnight toys.

Science 


In Terms 3 and 4 we will be looking at materials. The children will be sorting and identifying different materials and their properties. From this they will look into how these properties are good for different purposes.  We will be linking this to our topics by testing the cars we make for Traction Man on different materials, testing fabrics for Traction Man to wear for different purposes and testing materials to make different toys.


 





Computing 


We will be learning about how to be safe on the internet and when emailing. We will learn how to send and receive emails.  








Literacy


The children will continue to read regularly at school to improve their fluency, expression and comprehension. 


In Term 3 we will be telling a familiar story based on Traction Man is here and writing instructions on how to make a toy car, which we will be making in DT. In Term 4 we will be looking at traditional tales, traditional poetry and writing a recount. We will be focusing our literacy work over the next two terms on developing and improving grammar, punctuation, spelling and handwriting to ensure their great ideas and imagination are recorded and presented well.  





P.E.


The children will be working with the coach every Friday.


On Mondays they will be learning about dance and balance movements to the music from the animation, The Snowman.








Numeracy


The children will be learning their 2, 5 and 10 times tables and understanding different symbols and words for multiplying. They will learn about division and that it is the inverse of multiplication.


We will learn methods for quick addition and subtraction and get use to using these.


We will look at different words used for position and movement such as forward, backwards, quarter and half turn.
