	Guess the Smells

	Organisation:
	Small group with an adult.
Table top or carpet based.

	Learning Intention:
	Uses language as a powerful means of widening contacts, sharing feelings, experiences and thoughts (C&L: S 22-36).

	Key Questions:
	Key Vocabulary:

	What do we use to smell with?

Do you like the smell? 

What does it smell like? 

What do you think it is?
	Nice, nasty, smelly, perfume, scent, sight, hearing, touch, smell, taste.

	Resources:
	Variety of things for smelling e.g. spices, soap, perfume, Marmite or Bovril, an apple, an orange, flowers, coffee etc. (avoid things that could hurt the children, such as pepper), My Senses Display Posters.

	Adult Role(s):

	· Talk to the children about our senses; show them the posters and see if the children can name them: sight, hearing, touch, smell and taste.

· Explain to the children that we are going to explore our sense of smell by smelling some things and trying to guess what they are. Explain how you will do this and make sure that all of the children are comfortable with the idea.

· Show the children the objects for smelling before the activity begins – can they say what they are?

· Ask one of the children to close their eyes. Hold one of the objects under their nose for them to smell without it touching or coming too close to make it unpleasant for them.

· After the child has smelt the object, return it to the group and ask the child to open his/her eyes and guess what it was that they smelt.

· Encourage the child to tell the others about the smell, for example, if they have smelt it before, if it reminds them of anything else and whether they liked it.  

· Continue one at a time with the other children in the group.

· When each of the children has had a turn at smelling one of the objects, provide the opportunity for them to smell each of the other objects.

· During this time encourage the children to talk about the smells, giving their own opinion and listening to that of the other children.

· Safety: Ensure that the smelly items being used are safe for the children to smell. Only allow them access to the items while an adult is present.


	Differentiation/Opportunities for Challenge:

· As an extension a survey could be done to find out how many children and adults like a particular smell. Choose about 3 of the objects and let children ask the others if they like the smell or not. Help them to record their findings, placing a tick for a person that likes the smell and a cross for a person that doesn’t like it. Add up the totals to find out which smell is liked by the most people.

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision:

· Put out pictures of a variety of objects that have noticeable smells and 2 sorting hoops. In one sorting hoop put a picture of a smiley face and in the other a picture of a sad face. The children can then sort the objects into things that they like the smell of and things that they don’t like the smell of.

	Opportunities for Observation and Assessment:
