Nursery clothing


We ask that children come to Nursery in sensible play clothes as we will be involving them in messy and creative play. They also need a bag with spare clothes (including underwear) which should be left on their pegs.





  We request that they have appropriate footwear as they will be engaging in lots of physical play. There is no need for them to bring wellies as we provide these in the garden, but a coat is essential!





  Please ensure children have coats, hats and gloves as the weather turns colder.











Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Moving and handling: We will be continuing to work on the development of a triangular grip and our daily finger gym workouts will strengthen our muscles ready for writing. We will be exploring different ways of travelling in P.E as we re-enact the journeys of Rama and Sita. We will be making our own firework dances too.


Health and Self-care: We will be looking at how to prepare food hygienically when we make Indian food and traditional Hanukkah treats. We’ll be talking about the effect exercise has on our bodies in P.E.  We will be learning to use tools safely when we make our own puppets. 

















Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED)


Self confidence and self awareness: We are working hard to develop our self-confidence this term. We’ll be talking about things we like and dislike. We’ll be explaining to an adult why we have chosen a particular activity. We’ll have the opportunity to look at our Learning Journey with an adult and discuss our work.


Managing feelings and behaviour: We will be playing a lot of turn taking games in small groups. We will be learning to share resources and wait patiently. We will continue to revisit our Nursery rules on a daily basis. These are: Be kind and friendly, Share toys and Look after property.


Making relationships:  We are building relationships across the setting. We will be encouraging the children to play and work with new people. Adults will be playing an active part in role play to encourage participation and involvement. 








Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL)


Listening and attention: We will be listening to, retelling and trying to remember tales from other cultures. We will be playing lots of listening and attention games in our group times and we’ll be trying to copy rhythms with instruments. We’ll also be rehearsing our Christmas Play so we will need to be really good listeners in order to learn our songs and parts.


Understanding: We will be developing our understanding of concepts such as weight when we engage in Indian cooking activities. We will be learning to answer open ended questions when we look at pictures of different festivals and celebrations. 


Speaking: We are working on developing our expressive language this term. We will be using our senses to describe how things feel, smell, taste and look as we investigate Indian spices create clay diwas, listen to firework sounds and feel what objects are hiding in our Hannukah bag. We will be trying to extend our vocabulary and make more exciting word choices. 





Specific Area: Expressive Arts and Design (EAD)


Exploring and using media/materials: We will be making our own puppets to enliven the story of Rama and Sita. We will be making clay diwa tea-light holders in the garden and we’ll have a candlelit story outside. We will be using pasta and other collage materials to make menorahs.


Being imaginative: We will be engaging in role play linked to India, the Christmas post office and magical people. Our small worlds play will include, space, castles, emergency services and winter wonderlands.





Specific Area: Literacy


Reading: This term we are studying the traditional stories that inspire the festivals of Diwali, Hanukkah and Christmas. We will be retelling these stories in our own words and with puppets. We will be looking at information books that help us learn about other cultures.


Writing opportunities: We are busy learning how to make marks in preparation for writing when we make firework pictures in coloured chalk. We will be writing recipes, stories and of course letters to Santa. We have daily opportunities to write in both our indoor and outdoor classrooms.





Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Number: We will be engaging in lots of counting work. We will examine the concept of one more up to eight when we study Hanukkah. We’ll be looking at subtraction as we take one away in our firework maths. We will be finding different ways to make a total using Numicon when we play our traditional Jewish dreidel games. 


Shape, Space, Measures: We will be looking at repeating patterns when we make traditional Hindu rangoli patterns. We will be weighing ingredients to make raita and Indian flatbreads. We will be measuring time in the context of advent.
