MATHS


Over the next term, Starfish class will be looking closely at fractions, decimals and percentages. We will also be solving problems involving simple percentage and fraction equivalents. Starfish will continue to practise mental maths activities daily, and perfecting their knowledge of times tables.





ENGLISH


In our English lessons, we will be looking at news reporting. Linking to our Ancient Greece topic we will be planning our own Olympics, reporting ‘live’ on the sports. We will also be writing newspaper reports which will include information about the events that took place at the Olympic Games. We will also be looking at famous Ancient Greek myths and legends.


Accelerated Reader will also continue this term, giving children the opportunity to read daily, improving and building on their reading skills.





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


This term we will be looking at Ancient Greece and how the Greeks made an impact on the way we live today. We will look at States within Greece, and learn the stories told about the divide between them.


We will look at important events that took place in the Greek period and place these on a timeline. 





Art and D.T.


Our focus in Art this half term will be Ancient Greek pottery, creating our own Greek pots from clay. In DT we are going to look at how to make a pair of Greek Sandals. This will involve choosing the correct materials and testing them for purpose.





P.S.H.E.


In PSHE we will be building on our skills that enable and help us to face challenges, and thinking of strategies to overcome them. We will also be looking at skills needed to manage situations well such as Money. This will include learning about interest, loans, tax and VAT.





MUSIC


Starfish will continue using the music scheme “Charanga” in our music lessons. This gives the children many opportunities to learn about pitch and tone when singing. We will also create a piece of music relating to our topic.





SCIENCE


 This half term we will be looking at Living things and their Habitats- focusing closely on the life cycle of different animals and plants. We will be looking some famous natural scientists such as David Attenborough and Jane Goodall.





I.C.T.


In term 5 Starfish will be looking at how to create a ‘blog’ online. We will be designing page, uploading images and writing comments to support them.
