Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional development (PSED)


Self confidence and self awareness: We are aiming to become more confident in separating from our Parents and Carers. We’ll be getting to know our Key Worker and other Nursery staff: At the end of our session we’ll have small group times and circle time to help us share, make new friends, develop our thinking skills and build our confidence.


Managing feelings and behaviour We will be thinking about friendship and how we can be a good friend. We will we make rules for each area of the environment and we will reinforce our behavioural expectations through our rainbow reward system. 


Making relationships:  We are building relationships with new people:  our Key worker, other staff and new children. We will use circle time games and focussed activities to help the children develop relationships within our class. There are abundant opportunities for collaborative play with supportive adults on hand to help promote interaction.








Specific Area: Expressive Arts and Design (EAD)


Exploring and using media/materials: We will making zig-zag books about the Bear Hunt. We will use painting, collage, marbling and printing skills to create the different landscapes. We will make paper plate portraits of our new friends when we read the story “My Friend Bear”.


Being imaginative: We have been developing the role play area as a house. Our additional role-play  area is the Three Bears’ Cottage. We will have lots of opportunities for small worlds play with the doll’s house family, the hospital and other exciting toys. Outside we have a mud kitchen and we are developing a construction site in our garden.








Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL)


Listening and attention: We will be listening to Bear stories every day. In our listening area we will be exploring instruments and matching these to the sounds in our Bear Hunt story. We will be listening to sounds in the environment as we walk around the school. We will use visual prompts to develop our listening and attention skills at circle times.


Understanding: We will be developing our understanding of simple concepts: such as big and little, young and old. We will use positional language to describe where objects are placed. We will be learning to follow instructions.


Speaking:: We are learning to retell the Bear Hunt story with Makaton sign language. We are developing our expressive language and social communication through collaborative play.
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Specific Area: Literacy


Reading: Each week we have a focus text and this informs our work across the Early Years Curriculum. Our focus books this term are linked to Bears. We begin with “We’re Going on a Bear Hunt” and move onto “Brown Bear, Brown Bear What Do You See?”, “This is the Bear”, “My Friend Bear” and the traditional tale of “Goldilocks and the Three Bears”


Writing opportunities: As well as our daily phonics sessions when we will learn to discriminate between sounds and associate letters with their phonemes, we will have endless opportunities to write. We will be mark making in the indoor and outdoor environments on a large and small scale with a wide range of media. We will write labels for maps, speech bubbles and captions. 








Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Moving and handling: We will be learning to use our bodies to climb, crawl, jump and balance as we navigate trails and obstacle courses. We will be assessing all of the children’s grip and we’ll be strengthening their pressure and handling of small objects through exciting finger gym activities.


Health and self care: We will be looking at how to use the bathroom properly. We will enjoy a daily healthy snack together. We will work on our dressing skills so that we work towards independently managing our coats, shoes and socks.

















Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Number: We will be counting and ordering groups of bears and introducing the children to Numicon as a valuable maths resource. We will learn to order numbers 1-10 then 20. 


Shape, Space, Measures We will be sorting bears by colour and size. We will measure and make beds for our teddies. We will be handling data when we taste porridge and decide which flavour is most popular. We will be developing our understanding of positional language when we make maps of the Bear Hunt route. We will be exploring 3D shapes through our junk modelling work.
