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Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL)


Listening and attention: We will be looking at rhyming sounds and we will be developing our attention skills with lots of memory games. We will be listening to sounds in the environment as we walk around the school. We will use visual prompts to develop our listening and attention skills at circle times.


Understanding: We will be developing our understanding of simple concepts: such as big and little, young and old. We will use positional language to describe where objects are placed. We will be learning to follow instructions as we navigate playground trails with a new friend.


Speaking: We will have lots of opportunities to develop our spoken language as we meet our new classmates and engage in collaborative play. We will be meeting people who help us in school and in the community and we will learn to ask them questions. We will be talking about ourselves and our amazing bodies. 





Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED)


Self confidence and self awareness: We are aiming to become more confident in separating from our Parents and Carers. We’ll be getting to know our Nursery Teachers.: At the end of our session we’ll have small group times and circle time to help us share, make new friends, develop our thinking skills and build our confidence.


Managing feelings and behaviour: We will be thinking about friendship and how we can be a good friend. We will make rules for each area of the environment and we will reinforce our behavioural expectations through our rainbow reward system. 


Making relationships:  We are building relationships with new people: staff and new children. We will use circle time games and focussed activities to help the children develop relationships within our class. There are abundant opportunities for collaborative play with supportive adults on hand to help promote interaction.








Specific Area: Expressive Arts and Design (EAD)


Exploring and using media/materials: We will be making Denton trees with collage materials. We will make emergency services vehicles using junk. We will create our own gallery filled with paper plate portraits. We will print with our fingers, hands and feet. 


Being imaginative: In our classroom we have a Healthy Café and this will change mid-term into a Baby Clinic. We have a Fire Station on our patio and we have lots of opportunities for role play in our garden. We will be accessing small worlds play which focuses on the home and the emergency services including a Denton Hospital.

Specific Area: Understanding the world (TW)





People and communities: We are celebrating the 50th anniversary of our school. We will be meeting all the people who help us from the office staff to our caretaker and cleaning team. We will be getting to know our new classmates and exploring what it means to be a member of Sea Lions Class. 





World: We will be locating our school buildings on google maps and we will be zooming out to find our own homes and places of interest locally. We will be learning about our school buildings as we take walks around the grounds.





Technology: We will be taking photographs of ourselves and our new friends with our tablets. We will have daily opportunities to use our Smartboard.





Specific Area: Mathematics (M)


Number: We will be counting and ordering numbers in lots of different contexts. We will get to know our peers by playing number games involving our friends. We will be working on our numeral recognition through puzzles, matching activities and games on our interactive whiteboard. 


Shape, Space, Measures: We will be measuring our hands and feet in different ways and we will be handling data about ourselves. We will explore pattern as we make repeating patterns with our fingers and hands. 





Specific Area: Literacy (L)


Reading: This term we begin by focusing on ten of the top children’s books for the under 5’s. These books are recommended reads for pre-school children. Each day we will look at a new story and many of our activities will be linked to this text. The books are displayed in our reading area. Staff will be spending time with the children 1:1 to share stories. Children will bring home a book from our Nursery library to share with you at home. 


Writing opportunities: As well as our daily phonics sessions when we will learn to discriminate between sounds and associate letters with their phonemes, we will have endless opportunities to write: labelling our body parts, writing information bubbles, learning to write our names and draw a representational figure. 








Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


Moving and handling: We will be learning to use our bodies to climb, crawl, jump and balance as we navigate trails and obstacle courses. We will be assessing all of the children’s grip and we’ll be strengthening their pressure and handling of small objects through exciting finger gym activities such as making ladders with pipe cleaners and creating skeleton collages.


Health and self care: We will be looking at how to use the bathroom properly. We will enjoy a daily healthy snack together. We will work on our dressing skills so that we work towards independently managing our coats, shoes and socks.
