Terms 1 and 2








Art and D.T.


Our Art this term will begin with ensuring basic artistic skills are in place. We will then look at Aztec art, and create a range of sketches, paintings, collages and models based on Aztec artefacts. In DT, we will be linking this to Science, and designing a flying toy. 





HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY


Our topic this term is ‘The Aztecs’. We will examine where in the world the Aztecs lived, and study different aspects of their culture, such as religion, food, buildings, art and childhood. We will discover why the Aztec Empire came to such an abrupt end. 





P.E.


We are lucky enough to have Mr Hymers (‘Coach’!) back to give us some expert PE instruction this term; we will be picking up skills in Basketball to begin with, and moving to Rugby after half term.








MATHS


In maths we will be ensuring that understanding of the number system is secure. Children will be working with number patterns and becoming familiar with decimal numbers, negatives and fractions. We will be practising and refining the four main methods of calculation, and using them to solve word problems, including those involving money. We will be looking at 2D and 3D shape, and classifying them according to mathematical properties. 





I.C.T.


In ICT this term we will be making sure that basic word processing skills are in place.  We will also be working in teams to produce a range of presentations using different media. 





SCIENCE


 Our science topic is ‘Forces’ this term. We will be learning about gravity, air resistance, friction and magnetism. We will be devising our own investigations to enable us to find out more about forces, and designing toys that use air resistance to move or fly. 





ENGLISH


In our literacy lessons this term we will be looking at poetry (as part of our ‘Take One Poet’ project), letters and reports. Pupils will consolidate and extend their use of punctuation and grammar, and we will be looking closely at structures when writing. There will be a big emphasis on presentation this term, and we will be developing fluent, joined handwriting scripts with the pupils. Children will begin their ‘Accelerated Reader’ scheme over the next few weeks.  








P.H.S.E.





In PSHE we will be having regular ‘Circle Time’ sessions to tackle classroom issues and any topics the children would like to discuss. We will also be learning how to debate, and will have weekly ‘forum’ sessions with the Year 6 class.








MUSIC


In our music lessons this term, we will be learning how to play the ukulele. We will spend time learning the chords C, F, Am and G, and using them to play along to an increasing range of popular songs. 





R.E.





  We will be looking at Judaism this term, beginning with the main beliefs behind the religion. We will look at the importance of Moses and the 10 Commandments to Jews, and find out what daily life is like for a Jewish child. Pupils will be able to identify and discuss features of a Synagogue, and we will examine examples of Jewish artefacts.
