We will use sea songs to help us clap to a rhythm and sing.


We will explore percussive sea sounds and create our own.


We will learn our songs for the Christmas show.





Design and Technology 


Linked to our science we will look into healthy eating and be creating a tasty treat. 





Science 


As part of our Yellow Submarine topic we will be looking at underwater habitats. We will make observations and suggest ideas to answer questions. We will be exploring and comparing the differences between things that are living, that are dead and that have never been alive. We will identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats and describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.


For our Ourselves topic we will be looking at life cycles of different animals, our bodies, basic needs, food groups, how to have a balanced diet, keeping fit and hygiene. 





P.E.


We will be learning a dance to Under the Sea including some of our own moves. We will be moving with careful control and coordination and linking actions to perform a sequence. We will be improving our catching and throwing skills and teamwork in order to play a game of rounders.  


 








Art 


We will be learning how to mix colours, as well as creating different tints and tones, use brushes of different thicknesses to develop different images. We will use these skills to create a finished piece of work linked to our Yellow Submarine topic. We will be learning about different artists and creating self portraits inspired by them. We will learn about how to create different lines to create different size, thickness and tones. 








Computing 


We will be recapping on how to use Word, save our work and shut down our computers safely.


As part of Ourselves topic we will be learning how to frame and edit photographs.

We will learn about the Hindu and Sikh New Year Celebration of Diwali. We will create Diva lamps and Rangoli patterns. We will learn the story of Rama and Sita .

History


We will learn about Neil Armstrong. Who is he? What is he famous for? How has he helped to change the world? From this we will think about our own ambitions, hopes and dreams for the future.

Geography


We will learn about the continents of the world and where the oceans are around the world. We will learn about the habitats of the oceans and what it would be like to live there.

We will be working on our mental maths strategies, including 2, 5, and 10 multiplication facts.


Read and write numbers to 100 in numerals and words


Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100, and use ˂, ˃ and = symbols


Use place value and number facts to solve problems.


Recognise the place value of each digit in a 2 digit number.


Compare, measure and order capacity.


Recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and use to derive facts to 100.


Add and subtract TU and U using a range of strategies


Add and subtract TU and a multiple of 10 using a range of strategies








P.H.S.E. 


The class will be setting their classroom rules and discussing their new beginnings in Year 2. 


They will be learning about how to get along with others and what to do when they fall out with others. 











Literacy


The children will continue to read regularly at school to improve their fluency, expression and comprehension. 


They will be writing a poem about what they can see from their yellow submarine, and learning about nouns, adjectives, verbs and adverbs.


We will write our own versions of The Snail and The Whale changing the different settings the snail visits.


For Ourselves topic we will use the text Lost and Found to help us write our own stories.
