This
also builds resilience to anti-democratic or extremist narratives

e enables pupils to build their sense of identity and belonging, which helps them flourish within their communities and as citizens in a diverse
society teaches pupils to develop respect for others, including people with different faiths and beliefs, and helps to challenge prejudice

o prompts pupils to consider their responsibilities to themselves and to others, and to explore how they might contribute to their
communities and to wider society.
